 English –
Our ‘book for hook’ for this half term is ‘Jim and the Beanstalk’. We will use the structure of the story to write our own stories based on tales with a twist. Following this, we will write diaries to reflect on Jack’s experiences in the story.
 

Maths-  
We will begin the half term recapping multiplication of 2-digit numbers and then learning methods for 2-digit division. Following this we will be learning how to calculate length and perimeter.
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PE:

History- 
Our enquiry question is ‘How did metal change the way we live?’. We will be learning about the Iron Age and the developments and lifestyles during this period. 



RE-
