1) 1)  TAX-FREE CHILDCARE: https://www.gov.uk/tax-free-childcare 

You can get up to £500 every 3 months (up to £2,000 a year) for each of your children to help with the costs of childcare. This goes up to £1,000 

every 3 months if a child is disabled (up to £4,000 a year). 

2)  UNIVERSAL CREDIT CHILDCARE:

Can save upto 85% of the cost of childcare…which means that using our wrap around care, from 7.45am until 5.30pm could cost as little as
